Contextualized Lab

Activity Plan

Objective: 
My intended learning outcome for the students is to be able to go to a foreign country and be able to purchase clothing.  This lesson in particular is intended for clothing shopping, but could easily be applied to shopping for food, school supplies, home supplies, etc.

Learning Aids:

My learning aids will be signs displaying actual names of stores in Spain.  I will also bring in clothes and shoes, some which are authentically from Spain, that the students will be pretend buying.  I also made mock-euro money.
Reasoning:

I chose to contextualize a lesson from the text book Buen Viaje! for Spanish I students.  The lesson has a picture of a store and I feel by having students actually act it out is something that is more appropriate than just reading it.  When I went to Spain and was shopping I learned that you need to be able to ask questions about the clothing you are buying, be able to exchange money, as well as be able to communicate with the store clerks.  (Example questions/expressions provided in English: Do you have this in a small?  Does this shirt come in orange?  I will be paying with cash. )

Procedure:

1. Present to the class the activity:  
a. The classroom will be separated into 4 different women’s stores, one of them being a shoe store.

b. There will be a cashier/clerk at each of the 4 stores. (Keep in mind the number will vary depending on the size of the classroom.)

c. There will be seven students who are shoppers.

2. Each student will have a budget of 40 euros, in mock-money.  They will need to buy items from 2 different stores using their budget.  The idea is to make it a realistic activity as if they were really shopping in a foreign country.

3. As the students are buying their items the clerk will be asking them questions if they need another size, if they are finding everything, etc.

4. When the students are finished purchasing all of their clothing items they will present what they bought in front of the class and describe where they plan on wearing it.  (This depends on the amount of time left.)
