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Reviewing Adjectives
Topic: Review of adjectives

Language: Spanish

Level of Students: High School, 1st year

Objectives: 

Review adjectives and verbs to describe characteristics of yourself and other classmates. 

Describing things that they like to do.  

Practice presentational skills.

National and State Standards:

Context: The ability to describe themselves and other people in possible real life situations. (ex. When you meet new people at a party, in class, etc.)
Procedure:
1. Introduce activity.
2. Hand out materials. (body handouts and markers)

3. Students will color/design the bodyout cutouts with markers.
4. Students will label on different parts of the body the adjectives for example: head – “Soy amable”, arms – “Soy paciente”, body – “Soy sociable”, legs – “Soy deportista”.

5. Divide Students into partners and have them discuss each other’s bodies. (i.e. the adjectives that they used to describe themselves.)

6. As a pair the students are going to come up to the board where there will be a large cutout of a body and write down their partner’s information. (This enables them to use another form of the verb “ser”.)
7. If there is extra time hand out question cards that use the adjectives and the verbs that are being reviewed. (explanation: each student has a different card with an answer and another question linking conversation. Person 1: “Te gusta ir al cine?” Person 2: “Si, me gusta ir al cine. Te gusta dibujar?” Person 3: “No, no me gusta dibujar. Te gusta escuchar musica?”)

Rationale:

· We chose to do a body handout and markers so that the students could personalize their bodies.
· We are reviewing the adjectives because the students just learned them.

· We divided into pairs so that they could practice with different forms of the verb “ser”.
· The end activity with the questions cards in case there is extra time which also reviews content that has just been learned.
