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Ir + a  + infinitive
Topic: Past times and the ir + a + infinitive construction
Date of Lesson: Thursday November 29, 2007
Language: Spanish

Level of Students: High School, 1st year

Objectives: 

· Talk about leisure time activities.
· Make plans with friends.
· Compare leisure time activities in Spanish speaking countries with those in the United States.
National and State Standards: 
· Communication 1.1 N.SL.h

· Cultural 2.1 N.F.b

· Culture 4.2 N.a

Context: The students will have the ability to describe their upcoming plans and plans of other classmates. The students will also be able to compare leisure activities between cultures.
Procedure:
1. “Pa que esperas…” Identify the following vocabulary words in English. (10 min)
a. El campo

b. Centro commercial

c. Gimnasio

d. Parque (de diversiones)

e. La piscina

f. La playa

g. La oficina

h. La escuela

i. Jugar

j. Ir

2. Quick review of the “Pa que esperas…” verbally. (3 min)
3. Pass out handouts.

4. Teacher presentations: 
a. Teacher 1 (Laura) will give an explanation of her daily routine and her plans for the weekend, she is from Michigan. (10 min)
b. Teacher 2 (Lindsay) will give an explanation of her daily routine and her plans for the weekend, she is from Spain. (10 min)

5. While teachers are presenting the students will be filling out worksheet that compares the schedules of the American student and the Spanish student. 
6. Teacher lead class discussion comparing the different schedule between cultures. We will write on the board while the students volunteer comparisons. (5-10 min)

a. Example: “What time do Lindsay and Laura eat lunch? What’s the difference?” 

b. Candy will be given to volunteers.

7. Present grammar point, ir + a + infinitive. (10 min)
8. Now the students will complete the back side of the worksheet. The students will fill in their daily schedule for Friday and plans for the upcoming weekend. (15 min)

9. When students have completed the worksheet, we will model an information gap activity for the students. (2 min)

10. On their own the students will walk around the classroom asking other   students, “Que vas a hacer este fin de semana?” ( 20 min)

11. They will be filling out a chart asking a minimum of 10 other classmates.

12. Students will turn in handouts on their way out of the class. 

Rationale:

· We decided to do individual teacher presentations so that the students could see a cultural difference.
· Our presentations are also a form of scaffolding because the students are asked to compare their own schedules like we did.
· It’s important for a student to be able to describe what they are going to do in the future especially when talking about plans for the weekends and daily routines.
· It’s authentic. The students could use this lesson to prepare them for traveling to a foreign language country and knowing that their schedule is different.
