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Field Placement Lesson Plan #3
Topic: Weekly Schedule using ir + a + infinitive and “para”
Language: Spanish

Level of Students: High School, 1st year

Objectives: 

· Reinforcing verbs and verb conjugations
· Introduce “para”

· Practice asking interrogative questions

National and State Standards:

Context: The students will have the ability to describe weekly schedules/activities/chores. They will also be reinforcing how to say what they are going to do for the upcoming weekend. Also, the use of “para” will be introduced in order for students to explain why they are going to do something.
Procedure:
1. “Pa que esperas…” Identify the following vocabulary words in English. (10 min)
a. Los ejercicios
b. comprar regalos
c. una  camisa

d. unos pantalones

e. el cine

f. la tienda

g. la playa

h. hermano
i. hermana
j. abuelo
k. abuela
l. madre
m. padre
n. tio
o. tia

2. Quick review of the “Pa’ que esperas…” verbally. (3 min)
3. Pass out materials and rubric. (3 min)
a. Paper

b. Markers/crayons

4. Present sample books to the students so they can use them as references. (3 min)

5. Explain the project which will be a book made by the students during the hour. (10 min) The students will need:

a. Cover page including title and author and picture.
b. A page of the book for every day of the week.

c. 2 sentences in the “yo” form.

d. 2 sentences in the “el/ella” form.

e. 1 sentences in the “nosotros” form.

f. 2 sentences in the “ellos/ellas” form.

g. Question at the bottom of each page.

h. Picture on each page. 
6. Ask students for questions to make sure there is no confusion.

7. We will monitor the class by walking around and making sure the students are staying on task. Students will have about an hour to complete the project. 

8. Students will turn in their books at the end of the hour.

9. For students that finish early we have crosswords puzzles with relevant vocabulary.

Rationale:

· It’s important for a student to be able to describe what they are going to do in the future especially when talking about plans for the weekends and daily routines.
· It’s hands on – and our mentor teacher knows that his students would enjoy the activity.

· Students will be using all different verb forms and reviewing past and upcoming vocabulary
