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Activity Plan

“Yo Soy Bea”
Intended Learning Outcomes:

· Cultural content: 
· “Yo Soy Bea” is a television program in Spain. Students will be able to view another culture’s common television program’s themes.
· Potential for creating stimulating conversations: 

· This program deals with many issues such as poor vs. rich, views of men vs. women, and beauty vs. ugliness.  These topics can get students engaged in a number of meaningful conversations.

· Motivating to students to find new ways to interact with the target language.

· Using the internet to find the target language as well as watching a program from the country of the target language.

Realia/Learning Aids:

· The internet and power point showing clips and photos from the actual TV show (version from Spain).

Aspects that may be difficult for the class:

· The slang used may be hard for some learners to pick up on.

· The pace at which the native speakers talk.

Purpose for the Reading/Viewing/Listening:

· They will be asked to discuss the themes of poor vs. rich, views of men vs. women, and beauty vs. ugliness in the program.

· They will be asked to follow along on the hand out and fill in answers for the questions.

· They can describe the characters using previous learned vocabulary.

Procedure:

1. Ask students to make a list of any programs that they know are showed in Spanish speaking countries.

2. Explain to students that “Yo soy Bea” is the program showed in Spain and it is similar to “Ugly Betty” here and is also is in other Spanish speaking countries but has different names such as, “Bea Fea.”

3. Show the students pictures of some of the most popular characters on the show.
4. Ask the students to write down their first impression and characteristics of each character.

5. Explain that we will next watch an actual clip from the show and previously tell them the key themes to be looking out for.  Ask them to follow along on their handout and feel free to write down examples of common themes that they see. (Also depending on the level and reaction of the students, I would possible show the clips a total of two or three times).

6. Depending on how the discussion was going, I would either have them break into groups of 4 students of lead the discussion as a whole class. (This is depending on the level of the learners).

7. Facilitate the class as they go over the handout and ask if there are any questions.

8. As a class review common vocabulary that we saw in the program as well.

9. As a follow up lesson the students could get into groups of 4 and act out their own version of “Yo Soy Bea,” using the common things we have previously talked about.  If the school was equipped with computers in the classroom they could research a version of the program from a different country and explain that to the class or just use it as an example for their skit/dialogue.
