Activity Plan for Realia Lab
Objective: Using pictures, I will be teaching the students how to express four common emotions and learn to ask how someone is doing.
Standards:

Realia Aids: Photographs of different places in Spain that I visited.  The photographs will be on the power point.
How/Why I adapted this: When I first arrived to a Spanish speaking country the most important part was being able to tell people things about myself and hold a general conversation.  I want the students to learn, through pictures, how to be able to express how they feel.
Procedure:

1. Explain in English that we will be learning general ways of introducing ourselves.  

2. Introduction in Spanish.
3. Explain how to ask, how are you?  (¿Cómo estás?)  Have the students repeat this phrase.

4. Explain how to answer, I am ______. (Estoy ______.)  Have the students repeat this phrase.

5. Tell them the difference of masculine and feminine.  (Estoy enojado = Masculine.  Estoy enojada = Feminine.)
6. Show the students the pictures of the different emotion.  Have them repeat each emotion.

7. Explain/demonstrate the activity with the different emotions.  Walk around and assist the students with the activity. (Groups of 2 asking and answering each other; How are you? I am _____.)
8. Wrap up by showing the emotions one last time on the power point or go around the room and ask some students, how are you?
9. If I had a full hour of class time, I would be able to present more emotions.  Instead of having groups of 2, the students could walk around and ask more people how they are.  Also, I could introduce more conjugations than, I am.  I could introduce she is, they are, we are, etc.  (Ella está, ellos están, nosotros estamos, etc.)
